As these rubber discs require frequent replacement in serviceD andD 
in sane csses, have caused deforming and cracld.ng of the strut tubeD 
it is reca!llllended that they be replaced with leather discs (Part No. 61232~30) 
at the next periodic inspection, or when maintenance of the landing gear is 
necessary.
